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On May 4, 2022, the Direct Purchaser Plaintiffs (“DPPs”) filed an unopposed
motion for the Court to extend the deadline by which they must file their Motion for
Final Approval of the Settlement with Chicken of the Sea International and its parent
company, Thai Union Group PCL from May 10, 2022 to May 24, 2022. See ECF No.
2733 (Order Granting Preliminary Approval and setting schedule). The extension
request was made to accommodate delays in the mail and to give the Settlement
Administrator and the settling parties adequate time to review incoming claim forms,
opt-out requests, and other materials that may have been timely-postmarked but are
still arriving. At the time of the DPPs’ Motion, no objections to the Settlement had
been received. Chicken of the Sea and Thai Union did not oppose the Motion.

Accordingly, the Court hereby GRANTS the DPPs’ request and extends the
deadline to file their Motion for Final Approval to May 24, 2022. Counsel for the
DPPs are ORDERED to promptly post of a copy of this Order modifying the deadlines
on the DPPs’ settlement website.

IT IS SO ORDERED.
